1. Personal Praise (vv. 1-5)

- all that is within me (1)

- all His benefits (2-5)

2. Communal Praise (vv. 6-18)

- justice for the oppressed (6-7)
- mercy for the sinful (8-12)

o the Lord'’s mercy (8)

o the Lord's anger (9-10)

o the Lord’s love (11-12)

- compassion for the mortal (13-18)
o passing flowers (13-16)

o everlasting love (17-18)

3. Universal Praise (vv. 19-20)

- He rules over all (19)

- all are to bless Him (20-22)
